Please note: these instructions are general instructions for folding bikes.  The same procedures apply for all models.

Before using your bicycle, you are required to have your bicycle serviced to ensure the bicycle is road-safe.  Our bicycles are sold as requiring some assembly and adjustments and it is essential to have your bike serviced under our Terms and Conditions, in order not to invalidate your warranty under neglect.

I). Folding Bike Instructions
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1． Handlebar

2． Brake Handlebar

3． Front Fork

4． Front Tire

5． Front Rim

6． Frame 

7． Saddle 

8． Carrier 

9． Rear Suspension

10． Pedal

11． Gear Wheel 

12． Derailleur

13． Rear Tyre

14． Rear Rim 

15． Front Brake

16． Rear Brake

NOTE:  pictures maybe differ slightly with your model – this is just for your reference but they all basically assemble the same unless indicated.
II). Assembly 
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1. Open the carton, take out the folding bike and accessories, and unfold the bike.
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2. Unfold the bike completely. Pull the lever upwards so you hear it click.  Close the frame and release the lever so it clicks in the hole.  Bend round the lever and close to tighten.  When undoing the folding mechanism, turn the lever half way, then lift until it clicks up out the bottom hole and unfold frame.
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3. Put the seat post in the tube. Pay attention to the safety limit indicated.
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4. Turn the pole clockwise until the seat post tightens.
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5. Pedals - Left one turns anti-clockwise , and the right one clockwise 
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6. Diagram shows how to fix 26inch folding bikes handlebar by using the Allen Key. Just pay attention to the safe line on handlebar (see picture 2). Tighten it clockwise, and adjust it to correct place.  For other models, just tighten the turn the latch lever as with the seatpost.

II) Linear-pull (V-brake) adjustment - part identification
You may need to hook the cable in to the cradle as show below.

Brake Lever: mounting bolt, reach adjustment screw, pivot, barrel adjuster and lock ring.

Brake assembly: brake arms, mounting bolts, cable pinch bolt, return springs, centering screws. 
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Ⅳ. Tips for safe riding

· Observe all traffic laws. Your bicycle is legally considered a vehicle, so you’re subject to the same traffic laws as the drivers of motorized vehicles.

· Protect your head. Always wear a bike helmet.

· Don't ride at night.

· Ride a bike which has the correct size that fits you perfectly.

· Check your brakes before riding. 

· Wear light or bright-colored clothing so that motorists can see you.

· Obey all traffic regulations, traffic signs and signals.

· Stop and check traffic before riding into a street.

· Follow the traffic flow and ride with traffic. Motorists don’t look for bicycles going the “wrong way.”

· Ride on the right-hand side of the street.

· Always be alert.

· Be careful at all intersections.

· Use hand and voice signals when turning or stopping.

· Give cars and pedestrians the right-of-way.

· Be extra careful turning left - motorists don't expect it.

· Avoid broken pavement, loose gravel and leaves - which can cause you to lose control of your bike. 

· Don’t wear headphones while you’re cycling. It’s dangerous and, in some places, it’s illegal.

· Don’t carry packages or objects which obstruct vision.

· Never hitch rides. Never hold onto a moving vehicle while riding. Never stunt.
